English colonists are hurrying 1o America looking for freedom and
jobs. A colony is a group of people living tegether in a new land but
keeping ties with the mother country.

Here Is what the colonisis are
running from:

W No choice of religion—every-
one must belong to the Chuarch of
England. Many people secretly
belong to other churches. Pur-
itans want simple services
without fancy robes and church-
es, Homan Catholics believe the
Pope should be the head of the
church—not the King of Eng-
land.

B No jobs. Farmers are being
chased off their land. Then rich
landowners can grow richer by
raising sheep on the farmland,

W Strict Jaws made by the King.
If people complain, the King
takes away their homes, money,
or throws them into prison,

Here Is whal America promises:
B Freedom of religion, Eopger
Williams has opened Rhode Is-
land to all. It does not matter if
the settlers believe in God or not.
Other colonies welcome believers
in God from all churches.
B New jobs., Besides needing
farmers, the colonies are asking
for trappers. tree cutters, fsher-
men. blacksmiths, dressmakers,
innkeepers, barrel makers, and
other workers.
®m Free land. Some towns offer
rent-free land. One colony sets
aside 50 acres for cvery new
colonist.

Massachusetts, 1640

The Pilgrims and Puritans, two religions groups from England, have
both settled in Massachusetrs, The Pilgrims are strugeling. But the

Puritans are growing. Here's why:

Pilgrims:

B Came because they wanted to
get away Ffrom the Church of
England.

B Came first in 162, with 102
settlers on one boat, the May-
flower. Started Plymouth Colony.
W Are mostly poor farmers.

B Rule themselves by the May-
fOower Compact. This is a group
apreement o make laws for the
god of everyone.

B Live by hard work and friend-
ship with Indians, The Indians
have shown them how to grow
corn, pumpkin, squash, beans.
W After 20 years, fow new sof-
tlers have joined the Pilgrims.

Poritans:

B Came hecause they want to
change the Church of England.

W Arrived 10 years later, in
1630, with 1,000 semlers in 17
boats, Started Massachusetts
Bay Colony.

W Are all rrades—hlacksmiths,
carpenters, dogtors. lawyers,
teachers, farmers.

® Rule themselves by the Masga-
chusetls Bay Company Charier.
This is & grant from the King. It
lets only men vote and own land,
and allows only the Puoritan
religiomn.

B After 10 years, 20,000 Puri-
tans live in Massachuserts Bay.
They live by trade. making
things, and farming,

Roger Williams Flees Mass:

Rhode Island, 1636

‘Williams has been run out
of Massachuserts for saying:
M Colonists should be free to

‘have any religion they want.

B The church should not rule
the colony.

B Colonists should pay the In-
dians for the land they have

settled.

Williams is building a new
colony at Providence and of-
fering religious freedom to all,

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Quakers and Penn Found Pennsylvania

Pennsylvania, 1682

Willianm Penn is bringing
Quakers and others looking for
religious freedom to Pennsyl-

vania. Not only does Penn allow
freedom of religion, he also
promises them 500 acres of land
and peace with the Indians.

Georg

Georgia, 1733

James Oglethorpe has found a
way to free Enplish debtors from
prison—send them across the
ocean. The first group of men he
has saved from prison have just
landed in Savannah, Georgia.

In England, debtors [people

who cannot pay their bills] are
thrown intoe prisen. Oglethorpe s
sorty for them., He started the
new calony of Georgia to give
debtors a pew life. Each pets 30
acres of land on which to make a
[resh start.

Jamestown—First
Successful Colony

Virginia, 1619
The 1000 men who live and

work in Jamestown are now |
sure of the future. A ship
bringing 60 women as wives
has docked. But the road to
success has been rocky.

The first winter, after
Jamestown was settled in 1607,
was the worst. Colonists died
{before Captain John Smith
took charge. He made a “no
work, no eat” rule. Then
Smith knew everyone would
work building homes and
growing corn. Settlers really
flooded in, though, when the
colonists  learned to grow
tobacce. England buys all the
tobacco Jamestown can send.

Ship Brings Slaves
Virginia. 1619
The first black slaves arcived

in America today. They were
brought by a Dutch trader. They
were quickly sold to work in the
fobacco fields.

Indentured Servants
The poor and jobless from
England are MMocking to America
— a5 indentured servants. To pay
for the trip, they promise to work
without pay for up to seven vears,
Aflter seven years, they are free,
